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GEOGRAPHY OF MARKERS OF NOMAND'S MATERIAL CULTURE
OF THE GOLDEN HORDE

The authors consider the geography of the distribution of artefacts representing markers of the material
culture of the Golden Horde nomads — decorations and elements of the costume, armament and horse trap-
pings. The most expressive findings are as follows: earrings in the form of question marks, bronze mirrors, a
bocca headdress, cylindrical charms, arrowheads, a birch bark quiver with bone overlays, and stirrups with a
wide footboard. Mapping of these items demonstrates that the primary areas of their geographical concentra-
tion in the 13—14% century nomadic are the steppes of the Lower Volga region and the Southern Cis—Urals, as
well as the Altai mountains and Mongolia. This leads to the following conclusions: firstly, the very appear-
ance of the specified categories of items in the steppes of Eastern Europe was directly related to the Mongol
conquest and, consequently, they can be regarded as a manifestation of the Mongol culture in the culture of
the Eurasian nomads; secondly, their close conditional relationship (reciprocity coefficient Q) with a certain
type of burials (located under stone structures, having a northern orientation and containing whole skeletons of
horses) indicates their ethnic (Mongol) character; thirdly, the localization of these item categories in the area
of the primary urban centers of the Ulus of Jochi (the Golden Horde) allows us to consider them as centers for
steady inflow of the material culture of the nomadic population, making it so unified that a series of contempo-
rary researchers tend to refer to it as “Imperial”.
