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THE SETTLEMENT AT THE VILLAGE OBRYV ON THE AZOV SEA
COAST IN THE DONBASS

Settlement near the village Obryv Novoazovsk district of the Donetsk people's Republic is one of the
medieval monuments stretching along the Azov coast, which was previously considered nomads. During the
excavations of the monument revealed a medieval layer with cultural remains of the Khazar and Golden Horde
time. The remains of the ground structure of the Golden Horde time, in the construction of walls using a cob
were cleared. Traces of handicraft production were found on the monument. Researches of the monument
testify that not all settlements of the Azov coast were nomads. Some of them could be left by the population
with a long tradition of settling.
