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TOWN-PLANNING PRACTICE OF MEDIEVAL PEOPLE OF
PRIMORYE (USING THE EXAMPLE OF KOKSHAROVKA-1
WALLED-TOWN)?

The article deals with the features of the construction of medieval plain walled-towns in Primorye using
the example of the site Koksharovka-1. On the one hand, on the Koksharovka-1 walled-town is observed influ-
ence of the traditions of Chinese town-planning, expressed in the main principles of the planning of medieval
towns: the use of axial symmetry and strict orientation in the cardinal directions, and the placement of adminis-
trative buildings in the northern part of the site. On the other hand, some distinctive features have been revealed
in the configuration and internal structure of the site, the unusual fortification construction and architectural
objects that distinguish it from other known plain walled-towns in Primorye. Based on the data of archacologi-
cal and geological-geophysical research, the authors make suggestion that these features are conditioned by the
specificity of the landscape and climate, and also the use by people both the traditional canons and their own
building skills in town-planning practice.
