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THE FUNERAL CEREMONY AND THE SUBJECTS OF CHRISTIAN
CULT OF RUSSIAN POPULATION AT VODYANSKY SETTLEMENT IN

The Christian cemetery of Vodyansky settlement is a unique archaeological complex at Lower Volga
Area. In this work the materials of long-term researches are collected. The attempt to comparison these ma-
terials and the researches of Christian medieval cemeteries from Russian principalities was made. Christian
funeral ceremony at Vodyansky settlement looks like a tradition of funeral ceremonialism of medieval Russia.

It proves that Russian has kept their
religion and traditions. Some elements of a funeral ceremony come from paganism, also they are caused by
interethnic contacts.
