The article describes new materials about the unique object of medieval Khorezm. Complex White
Khanako Mizdahkan built in honor of Seyda descendants of the prophet Sheikh Suleiman Haddadi Museve
and is located on the territory Hegelism district of the Republic of Karakalpakstan (Uzbekistan). Apart from
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Khanako, the complex includes summer and winter mosques, a kitchen and other facilities. The analysis of the
collected material from the excavation allows us to distinguish the Khorezmshakh and Golden Horde periods.
